Graduation Requirements for Undergraduate Students
Prior to graduating with a bachelor’s degree in Communication Sciences and Disorders, all students must:
· Meet all minimum requirements for graduation as specified in the Undergraduate Catalog

· Earn a cumulative grade point average of 2.0 or higher based on all core and elective requirements in the major

· Resolve any incomplete grades or grades below a ‘C-’ that fulfill core and elective requirements in the major

· Resolve any discrepancies on the SASS Degree Audit
· Take the Undergraduate Competency Exam and complete the Senior Survey (students will be notified during their last semester of the exam date)
· File an Intent to Graduate form with the College of Health and Public Affairs Office of Undergraduate Student Services. You will find this through MYUCF.
Please note that if you plan to take courses as a transient student, students are not allowed to take a course at another college or university in their last semester.  Also, at least 30 of the last 36 semester hours toward a bachelor’s degree must be in regular courses at UCF.

Intent to Graduate

 UCF has implemented a new electronic process to file for graduation on-line.  Students are required to file an intent to graduate form the semester before graduation. Once the student has registered for final classes, and filed online, an appointment is needed at the Undergraduate Student Services (USS) office before the student can be added to the graduation list. It is the student’s responsibility to file an Intent to Graduate form through MYUCF under student self-service the semester prior to graduation.
