The UCF Criminal Justice 
and Legal Studies Department founded a memorial 
scholarship fund in her honor in conjunction 
with Amy’s parents. The main focus of the charity 
auction is to raise awareness about the severity 
and reality of domestic violence. 
 

On Wednesday, November 12th, 2008, at 6:30 p.m., 
our organization will be holding a fundraiser 
for the scholarship. This event will be held in the 
Fairwinds Alumni Center on main campus. The 
event will include guest speakers on domestic 
violence, musical entertainment and a prize pack 
auction.
